[image: ]The garden area – We have been successful in securing the support of North Wales Wildlife Trust to work with us on making improvements to the veg patch and garden area. Work has already begun on creating a designated forest school area for the children as well as planting fruit trees and repairing the planters.  Thank you to Mrs Yeardley for putting us in touch with the trust. Mrs Foster, who has her own allotment, already has raspberry seedlings ready to go and all staff are eager to get planting! 
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Nercwys children were in for a surprise when they returned to school after the February half term. Mrs Styles presented the children with their very own school pet – meet Turbo the tortoise!  The children have taken on the responsibility of looking after Turbo during term time and are doing an excellent job- he really is spoilt. Worship Council

The Worship council at both schools meet regularly and discuss the value of the half term. Our Christian values are key drivers for our work, and we reflect on these regularly in collective worship. The council have planned themed events each half term to link in with the values for example a craft activity for hope, a cake sale for wisdom and the ‘5 in 5’ sponsored challenge for perseverance.  Next term we will be working on compassion and community. The council will also be taking the lead working with members of the church community to plan an afternoon of prayer spaces for the summer term. More details of this will follow. 


Federation links

We are always looking for ways in which to further strengthen our links across the two schools. We currently do this by attending trips and residentials together as well as sporting competitions and hosting community events together on one site. It will be lovely for them to spend time together regularly each week. 
In preparation for residentials, we will also be hosting a series of live ‘Teams’ calls between classes across the two schools. Transportation across the two schools is always a challenge with costs increasing every year, I would like to express my thanks to those parents who volunteer to transport children to and from any event, we simply could not do it without your help and support.

After Easter there will be ‘Pickle Ball’ sessions every Monday in after school club. All children are welcome to take part in this new sport. On Wednesdays, Mr Lewis will be running a singing club. We are incredibly lucky to have such a talented vocalist to teach our children. Mr Lewis will be working with the children, learning songs to be performed at the Community Café event to be held on Saturday June 6th in the village hall.
